They changed their corporate
structure and became Honors LLC. Gail remained the principal owner, and Laurie Vogel joined the team.

This is a success story, and Honors continues to grow beyond the original expectations. Twice since 1996 Honors has
had to take on additional space. Not long after the move to the current location, Mike Kallman, Alan Miller and Greg
Reich came on board. The well-organized club runs smoothly.

Andrea Hayman is the head of the
Teaching Program.

Greg Reich, head of the duplicate program, schedules sessions and events and is the liaison with the American
Contract Bridge League. He became involved in the game as a result of a broken ankle. He couldn’t do his regular job
and started playing bridge twice a day ... and then turned it into a full-time profession!

Honors is a full-service club which pays special attention to novices. It runs classes at all levels and has daily ses-
sions of supervised play. Every day there is something special for the novices. “We’ve home grown a great number of

The book collection
invites players to borrow a book and return it at will. The club offers a boutique
with bridge books and bridge paraphernalia. Betsey Jenks runs the bookstore,
which offers table covers, novelty bridge supplies, bridge napkins, and more.
Betsey does an outstanding job.

On a typical day you’ll find forty-five to sixty tables in play, not counting
Novice or supervised games. If you want a strong game, there are several
world and national champions that regularly play in the duplicate games. You
could find yourself playing against a champion from any part of the world
because, when they come to New York, this is where they play. With so many
tables, you have the option of choosing the section in which you’d feel the
most comfortable.
